26. It is not in the hands of any Pastor, Pope, Bishop or any 
human being. The job of separation is in the hands of the 
angels who are faithfully carrying out their God given 
assignment.

38. Brotherhood of the Cross and Star is not a place to display 
your wealth, wisdom, egotims, contention, pride and 
arrogancy, no; it i~ a place of peace, humility, lowliness, love 
and truth with full subjection to the living God along with 
godly fear. 

A UNIVERSAL CALL OF THE FOREORDAINED ONES 
39. From India, America, Russia, China, Europe and all over the

B4. If people are disturbing you when you are to sleep, the angels 
will be there to maintain order and discipline. Your duty is to 
settle down and please God for this kingdom. 

85. Do not forget this gospel. Since we have been given a 
kingdom that cannot be shaken by anything; let us render to 
God sacred service with godly fear and awe. 

86. If the Lord is with us, who will. be against us? You have no 
problem at all. 

87. All that you have to do is to serve God faithfully, exalt His 
glory, love one another and let the glory of God become 
manifest in you. 

88. Your glory is not in a new car, building, or in the wearing of 
costly dresses and eye-glasses, but your glory is in righteous­
ness and the exalratio11 of the glory of God forever.
