In India, the story is
not different. The Sikhs are constantly
at loggerheads with the Hindus. And a
Salman Rushdie must die for no just
cause. Any need for these hypocritical
religious fanaticism, wuncouth
sentiments and general acts of
lawlessness.
Nigeria, our Nigeria has been ‘‘a
hotbed of intrigues, political
conspiracies and religious upheavals’’
In recent time, religious intolerance
became the order of the day,
Muhammadu Marwa, a rabble rouser
in the form of religious leader took
Kano by storm and ended up leaving
4,177 lying in their graves His
followers emerged at Bulumkutu,
Yola, and Gombe, killing, destroying
and looting. The most recent Kaduna
religious riot and its aftermaths are still
evergreen in our memory. Nigeria has
not experienced less- than 8 major

religious disturbances with over 13,000 .

The major causes of religious
intolerance are vast and varied. There
is cold war among believers in the
various religions. There is an unspoken
but vocal competition and rivalry
within the various sects. Each group
believes in the superiority of it’s sect,
mode of worship and in the
redemptive work of their founders and
right standing before the Almighty
God.

There is no gainsaying the fact that
the adulterous flirtation between
religion and the state is another cause
of religious intolerance. Politicians be
they in agbada or khaki are known to
appeal to religion and their adherents
to ensure smooth sailing.

It is also common knowledge that
developed countries of the world
perpetuate neocolonialism through
religion. In extreme cases they help
instigate religious crisis in most
developing countries in order to boost
their ego in world politics.

For instance, what is responsible for
the infighting and wrangling in
Christianity? Is the proliferation of’
churches in the best interest of the sect?
What is this business of segregation
between the orthodox, .the lrvmg and

the spiritual churches?
Brethren, in the words of Paul.‘‘Is
Christ divided?’’. From the’

accusations and counter-accusations of
one Christian group against the other,
it is not bias opinion if we believe that,
it is very far from being okay in the
christendom..

The whole episode of Christians,
being at war with themselves, eavying
each other, feigning love, exhibiting
alacrity on the face but harbouring
venom in the mind must give way in the
interest of our calling.

Throughout this programme, we
shall be careful not to use complex
terms (Music Term}nology) when not
required. The main target of this
programme is to assist interested
readers build their musical career from
the scratch to its maximum, not only to
become singers or choristers but also
Masters.

THE SCALE in music 1s an Italian
word, meaning Ladder. In Latin,
““Scala’” has the same meaning
(Ladder). As we progress upwards and
downwards on the Ladder, Sodo the
tones on scale.

MAJOR SCALE:

What makes the scale major is its
charateristic - range of tones and
semitones. There are other scales like
MINOR SCALE and the rest, but we
want to deal first with the Major Scale
to avoid mix-ups.

At this point, we have selected the
key of “C’”’ Major which is the
simplest key to use without interfering
with the semitones. Some writers know
this as the ‘“Natural’’ key. This means
music on C as th¢ Home note called
“D’’. However, we shall discuss about
each of the keys in sequence as we
progress.

When you see a piano try your finger
on the white keys from ‘““C to ““C”’, do
not touch the black keys. As you play

Pentecostal Centre, 34- Ambo Street,
Calabar, was chaired by Elder J. E.

Etim who, incidentally, is = the
International Chairman of the
Fellowship.

Above all, the presence of the Holy
Father made a significant impact on
the audience. He quoted several Bible
passages, - first amongst which was
Matt. 2:1—2. In his . characteristic
manner, he backed the Bible passages
with. explanations, illustrations and
anecdotes in order to succintly drive
"home the message. For instance, after
quoting a portion. from - the book of
‘Matthew (which has been
mentioned earlier on), he explained the
text as follows: ““your eyes are not yet
completely opened. When your eycs
are clear, you will realise where you
are

- Continuing, he queried: *‘Are you,

not ashamed? You come for healing,
love, good health, protection; count
the number of people who have come
to worship God. That is why this
kingdom does not call forth saying go
here or there.” Suostantiating his
teaching, the Leader quoted the
Matthew text thus: ‘““We saw his star
in the east and we have come to

worship Him’. They did not ask for

Pastor, Apostle, Leader, but the king
of the Jews.

gather from the east to worship Him.”’
, The Holy Father stated that when
you know the truth, the truth shall set
you -free. He went further by
explaining that ‘‘the reverence for God
is the beginning of wisdom. They saw

the star in the east. They did not

request for money or wife from child
—— Jesus. They did not ask for hand-
shake or embrace or to identify his face
or speak to take away their sickness.
They only asked where the king of the
1 Jews was born.
~ ““‘Also, Prophet Simeon who blessed
the child Jesus said: ‘Lord, now let thy
‘servant depart in peace, according to
thy word; For mine eyes have seen the
salvation, which thou hast prepared
‘before the face of all people---’ He did
not ask for the extension of his days
but asked God that he should depart in
. peace. There was money — no peace:
" Children — no life; landed properties,
.wives husbands, etc, but awaited
-nothing. Still you have come for these
‘things. Are you in your correct senses?
‘Those who know God must worship
‘God,: instead of saying: ‘give me
money, I have waist pains, shake hands
with me’. Can you say that to God?”’
- The second text which was taken
‘from Lnke 2:10—14 was also laced
with down-to-earth explanations. Said
“the Father: *If you do not know Him,
| you will continue to fight against Him.

‘They ‘did not- go for
healing. Do you know what it means to

Heaven and Earth
and the tullness thereof belong to him.
What advice can you give them. The

world knows Him not even though He

is in the world. When you know God,
you know no anger, division, you
don’t claim to be a monarch. You will
regard others as being better than
yourself.”’

According to the Holy Father, the
cankerworm that is in the world is
blindness. ‘““He has caused it. They
cannot know Him. S h o ul d He
open their eyes, they will see. Any day
you come to this understanding, you
will be ready to go naked, sit on the
floor, take orders without complaints.

““Our Lord Jesus Christ saw much. -

That was why he said ‘Father forgive
them...” Did they know that He was
the creator of Heaven and Earth? Did
they know that he had the power to
speak?,”” he asked . rhetorically.
Continuing, he said: ‘‘you are accused

~of worshipping man. Let us take man

in his own image. Our Lord. Jesus

on these things.”’

The Holy Father continued. his
preaching by saying that the Kingdom
of God is like a mustard seed. ‘‘How

. can a great God enter the womb of a

woman,” he asked. “You want an

attention-compelling phenomenon and

God becomes elusive to you.
Reproduction, growth, etc., come
from Him. Why quarrel over wives,
children etc., when these things are
transitory. Have you not learnt much.
Are these not lessons enough?”’

He further reaffirmed that: ““I and
my father are one. You are in the
father and the father is in you. He is
not restricted to me. Blacks and whites

-claim there is no God because they

don’t know Him. Do you know that
this is the tree of life? My advice gives
you life, power, strength, etc. -

The Leader quoted 1st John 4:21,
followed by another quotation from
the 1Ist book of Corinthians chapter
3:16—17. He rounded off his teaching
thus: ‘‘So you know that you are God’s

Christ was human. Is God not man?”’
Again, quoting Rev. 3:17—18, the

Leader threw a poser: ‘“‘who is the
speaker and to whom was the speech

directed you claim to be His Royal,

Highness, Professer, C h i 1 d,
Landed Property Owner, do you know
that the world is naked? God has come
with salvation. We have talked about
his birth and goodness but you have
refused the salvation.”

He continued by asking: ‘‘right from
the period of Adam till date, have you
seen a person like this. Melchizedek,
Adam, and others knew not the
Father. I seek not knowledge, wisdom,
wealth from anybody. Mention any
man from creation “with this
characteristics and teachings. 1 am in
34, Ambo but wherever you go. there
vou’ll find me. Yet I don’t wear
slippers. Simplicity is the watchword.
A great multitude is coming in 1990.

“I know nothing. I am blind, lame
and deaf. He uses me to do whatever
he desires. I and my father are one. 1
am happy with the song because my
eyes, nose, and ears are his. I am not
worthy and fit, but he makes me part
of his kingdom. He does not wear
shoes, He is not gorgeously dressed,
ctc. Since I have seen him I cannot put

| /temple,and his Spirit dwells in you. The

Earlier in his speech, the Chairman
expressed thanks to the Father for the
gathering.

No human being can
bluff the Holy Spirit; you don’t come
here to do anything but to receive
blessings.”’

saying: ‘‘He gives us life, cleanses us of
sins, etc. The only acceptable sacrifice
to God is a thankful heart. How many
of us have done that?’’, he askeds

He described the money
in the coffers as grossly inadequate,
adding that something had to be done.

After the launching, which' the
chairman started by donating
N 1,000.00, Merit Awards were given
to deserving states/zones. The first
prize went to Lagos while the second
and third prizes went to Calabar and
Kano respectively.
